	課程簡介

	課程簡介：
Exploration of the foundational issues related to the process and personnel for cross-cultural church multiplication with particular emphasis given to the use of narrative in cultural research, evangelism, discipleship, and leadership development. A phase-out oriented model designed to empower locals to minister immediately, responsibly, and continually is investigated, along with personal spiritual gifts, skills and life experience. This holistic team model (business, TESOL, literacy, community development, Bible translation, etc.) honors both the Great Commandment and the Great Commission through a narrative approach. 本課程探討跨文化植堂與倍增相關的基本議題，特別著重在敘事（故事）在文化研究、佈道、門訓和領袖發展上的角色。同時，進工場之初，就以交棒、退場為指導原則，激勵當地人能立即負起責任，繼續成長，發展屬靈恩賜、技能、人生經驗。整全的團隊模式（營商、教華語、識字教育、社區發展、聖經翻譯等）兼顧大使命與大誡命。
課程目標

As a result of the class interactions, course readings, class participation and an original case study, the student should have:

A. Greater understanding of:
1.  The role of holistic church multiplication in fulfilling the Great Commission.

2.  The need for a systems approach to church multiplication along with the major steps involved in the phase-out oriented process.

3.  Analyzing his/her capabilities for cross-cultural church multiplication.

4. How the use of narrative enhances cultural investigation, evangelism, discipleship, and leadership development.

B. Increased skill to:

1.  Identify the various stages required for crosscultural church multiplication.

2.  Articulate the role of teams in crosscultural church multiplication.

3.  Evaluate their giftedness and life experience in relation to crosscultural church multiplication.

4. Use narrative in cultural analysis and all phases of church multiplication.

C. Sensitized attitude of:

1.
 The need and value of a comprehensive understanding of the principles of church multiplication.

2.  The importance of a multiplicity of strategies to bring about desired results.

3.  A personal need to become involved in church multiplication in some capacity.
4.  A personal need to incorporate narrative in all aspects of cultural analysis and church multiplication.

All Students will: 


1)  read Passing the Baton, Reconnecting God’s Story to Ministry, Great Commission Companies, and 
Worldview-based Storying according to the class outline, 
or before taking the class meets (50 points each for a total of 200 points); 上課前全部讀完，或者按照課程安排表所訂
時程，讀完所有四本書（每本書50 點，共200點）
2) write a 2-3 page, double-space typed paper on the theological basis of church multiplication to be discussed in class 
寫2-3頁報告，關於教會倍增的神學基礎，雙行距、打字，課堂上討論 (25 points);
3) write a 2-3 page, double-space typed paper on the theological basis of business to be discussed in class (25 points);
寫2-3頁報告，關於“營商”的神學基礎，雙行距、打字，課堂上討論 (25 points);

4) write a 2-3 page, double-spaced typed paper on the role of narrative in Scripture to be discussed in class (25 pts).

5) sketch or photograph the interior of a church sanctuary (identify by name and address) and identify all implicit theologies communicated. Format: (1) Identify the item, e.g., podium (one sentence), and (2) give theological implications (short paragraph). Look for clergy / laity roles, furniture and seating arrangements, signage (art and written), musical instruments, flags, decoration, etc. Will be discussed in class. (25 pts);

6) will individually, or as a team, write a major CM paper with emphasis on narrative in an area of specific interest.  He/she will base the paper on research, field experience if have, and class materials. Steffen's (1997) "phase-out model" or various individual stages, or other sources may serve as an outline. Individual papers should be from 12 to 15 pages. Teams will multiply number of pages by the number of team members of the double-spaced typed paper (e.g., if two team members, the number of pages will be 24-30 pages). (100 pts);

	All I Ever Needed to Know About Church Planting
I Learned From A Strawberry Plant 
Marijane Baertschy


Strawberry plants reach a certain size then send out runners to start new plants.  Churches should also send out a church planting team when they reach a certain size.  


There are many different species of strawberry plants that require different growing conditions.  churches need to realize that there are many types of people and only certain churches can successfully reach them.  To grow successfully, the specific types of plants need specific growing conditions.  Thus a church can't expect to successfully plant a church based on Asian church growth principles in a European community.  


The plants need the right conditions to produce their fruit.  A church won't grow and produce fruit if it isn't using the right approaches for that particular society.  


There are many outside forces that can destroy the strawberries before they are harvested.  The church needs to guard itself from the forces out to destroy it.


Plants take time to produce fruit and the fruit starts small.  Church planters can't expect their new churches to grow and produce fruit automatically.  They need to be patient and persistent.


Different species produce slightly different fruit.  While they are basically the same, the berries differ in color, size, shape, and taste.  Churches within different homogeneous units will produce slightly different fruit.  Don't expect the outcome of all churches to be exactly the same.  The Holy Spirit uses people's cultural heritage to show himself.


Different species can be combined to produce hybrids.  Don't stick too much to the homogeneous unit principle.  God can and will use the unity of His people in awesome ways.


The plant doesn't sop producing after fruit is picked, it produces for the duration of its season.  Churches shouldn't grow stagnant when they give away some of their finances, leaders, etc., to start a new church.  They should keep producing.


Bees must pollinate the flowers before fruit can be produced.  God must be at work in a church for it to produce fruit. Let Him be the change agent.


The plant needs both sun and rain to grow.  The church grows through the hard times as well as the good times.


There is no guarantee that the runner the plants sends out will produce a healthy plant, but it does it anyway.  The church needs to have faith when it plants a church.  It is in God's hands.


The method of sending runners as opposed to simply growing larger covers a designated area at a much quicker pace it also cause the plants to spread into undesignated areas.  This is perhaps the best way to spread the church over a large area.  It's exciting to realize that the churches will often spread into areas that hadn't even been in the original plan.  


Birds and other animals often eat the berries, thus spreading the seeds.  It wasn't until the church faced severe persecution that it started spreading more.  Realize that God can use seemingly tragic situations to cause growth in His church.


The flowers aren't the purpose of the plant, the berries are.  The church shouldn't stop as the nice, flowery things that happen, but it needs to be sure that those "flowery" things turn into fruit.


If the fruit isn't picked it will eventually rot.  The church needs to use the fruit it produces otherwise it will be of no good.
