	課程簡介

	課程簡介：
Encounters with demons and Satan were an important feature of Jesus’ ministry, and also the ministry of his disciples, both before and after Pentecost. This course explores Biblical principles of spiritual warfare and deliverance, and provides resources for applying these principles in evangelism and pastoral care. It will engage with the theological history of thinking about spiritual warfare and deliverance, as well as the insights and methods of contemporary practitioners. Topics covered will include: the kingdom of God and deliverance in the gospels, conversion and the sinner’s prayer, Paul’s theology of spiritual warfare, the believer’s authority, identity in Christ, Satan and demons, strongholds, entry points and footholds, holiness of life, covenants good and bad, curses, techniques of deliverance, pastoral abuses and principles of safe ministry, and intercession.
課程目標

Students will:

1. gain a familiarity with the key issues of a Biblical Theology of spiritual warfare and deliverance,
2. gain an awareness of aspects of the treatment of these topics in church history,
3. gain familiarity with key features of contemporary practice in this area,

4. reflect critically on their own pastoral practice, and the practices of their church community,

5. be equipped both in concepts and some basic practical skills to apply principles of spiritual warfare and deliverance in a pastoral setting, including in evangelism and discipleship of believers.

1. Read Durie's Liberty to the Captives (available in Mandarin – traditional characters – from Frontiers Taiwan - an English PDF is also attached).

2. Read Sections 3 and 4 of Alves’ Becoming a Prayer Warrior.

3. Read Beilby and Eddy’s Understanding Spiritual Warfare: Four Views.
4. Read Anderson's Steps to Freedom in Christ, and work personally through the steps.
· 課前作業：(2019年7月22日前繳交)
1. Complete the Pre-reading and write a 1 page double-spaced review (including a summary and a personal evaluation) of each of a) Durie, b) Sections 3 and 4 of Alves and c) Beilby and Eddy.  (Three pages altogether - one for each book.)
2. Work personally through the steps in in Anderson’s Steps to Freedom in Christ, praying all the prayers, and doing all the exercises.  Then write a one page personal response about your experience.
3. Write a 2-3 page, double-spaced paper on “What is the Pauls’ Theological Understanding of the Basis of a Christian's Freedom from Satan’s Power?"
4. Write a 2-3 page, double-spaced paper on “A Biblical Theology of The Christian's Authority in Prayer?” 
5. Tasks 3 and 4 above should be based on the Bible: it is not necessary to reference other works.

· On the final day of the course, each student will give a class presentation on 
1) the topic you have chosen to write your major paper on, 
2) outlining the thesis of your paper, and 
3) commenting on how the things you have learned during the week could impact your ministry. 

· 課後報告：(2019年11月22日前繳交)
   Write a major 12-15 page (double-spaced) paper on one of the following topics:

1. Can a Christian be demonised?  Give the case for and against and report your conclusions.

2. Describe a spiritual stronghold which is part of your culture, and outline a ministry strategy (or strategies) for setting believers free from this stronghold.

3. What contribution have power encounters made to the history of the Chinese church?

4. Discuss the relationship between practical experience, Christian tradition, and the Bible’s teaching for developing your practical theology of Spiritual Warfare.

5. Analyse some ‘prayers of commitment’ used in your Christian tradition, in the light of Spiritual Warfare principles taught in the course.

6. Explore the relationship between healing and deliverance in the four Gospels?

7. Describe Paul’s model of conversion as a transfer, on the basis of his letters.  Explore the implications of this model of conversion for the pastoral practices in the Chinese context.

8. Explore implications of the Bible’s teaching on Satan’s (limited) power for the pastoral care of believers?
