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Dear Supporters and Friends of CES :
Greetings in the Lord !

In 1970, already thirty six years ago, a group of Chinese and Westem mission and church
leaders responded to God's vision by setfting up China Evangelical Seminary (CES).  Under the
guidance of its Presidents and with the support of the churches, CES has now produced over
1,300 Christian workers to faithfully serve the Lord all over the world as pastors, missionaries and
teachers.

Below please read our report fo you of the past year's highlights of God's grace towards CES
and our future plans.  We value your prayers before the Lord and your continued support.

Our former President Dr. Timothy Lin joyfully celebrated his 95" birthday in January 2006 and
CES soon plans to publish “A collection of Dr. Timothy Lin's works”. We are collecting material for
this. If you have any materials such as pictures, articles, videos or recordings by Dr. Lin we
would welcome you to give them to CES.

On the personnel front, Dr. Peter Chow has retured to USA to pastor a church. Dr. Archie Hui,
as of January 1% 2006 has become a member of staff on our CES North American Campus as
“Vancouver District Director” and will be teaching courses where courses are held in North
America. Dr. Na-Min Hsieh is on a six month sabbatical, wholly absorbed in research. New
teachers who came in the summer of 2005 are Dr. Emily Wang (New Testament), Dr. Tsen-Jen
Wu (New Testament), Dr. Lily Chua (Christian Education), and Dr. Hui-Shiang Chao (Counselor
Education/Counseling). Dr. Wesley Hu (Old Testament) came to teach in January 2006.

CES has 17 ful-ime faculty. Apart from being busy teaching, researching and counseling
students, they are also engaged in church ministry.  During this academic year Dr. Anne Tsai
and Dr. Timothy Wu both became full Professors. Over the past year several colleagues have
published new books including Dr. Robert Chang (Pastoral Counseling), Dr. Samuel Chiow
(Dietrich Bonhoeffer),President Paul Lai (A two volume commentary on Exodus), Dr. Timothy Wu
(Commentary on Isaiah) and Dr. Archie Hui (Married Life).

131 new full time students registered for the second semester of 2005 and 130 part-time
students adding up to 261 students. 18 registered for the Th.M. program and 53 for the D.Min.
program, adding up to 71 research students and a total of 332 students altogether. 890
people registered for the Theological Education Extension (TEE) program this semester,
altogether a total of 1,044 person-times. Responding to the need to expand, TEE classes
began in Hong Kong in October 2005, and we have recently begun working with Chinese
churches in Germany and ltaly fo start online distance leaming courses in Europe.

The R&D Department had arranged a theological seminar for March 20-23 2006, but
this had to be cancelled as the invited speaker Dr. Walter C. Kaiser was unable to come
due to ill health. The next seminar is planned for May 29-30 2007 with Dr. Alister McGrath
as the speaker. To commemorate the 200th anniversary of Robert Morrison’s arrival in
China the Faith and culture Research Center has invited Dr. Philip Towner to be the main
speaker at a seminar on “Bible Translation” on March 12th 2007.

Starting from 2006, the Distance Education Center plans to create 5-10 new courses.
Recently discussions with the Good TV channel have begun fo see what more can be
done to provide good quality courses online.

As far as the College plant and equipment is concerned, a second counseling area
has been provided. In the summer of 2006 it is planned to carry out the servicing or
replacement of the air-conditioning system. And on the communications front, a new
version of the CES website was launched in April 2006, so please go to www.ces.org.tw to
see it.

In November 2005 the CES Board of Directors made a preliminary decision about the
Ministry of Education’s proposal relating to theological colleges, and decided to set up a
special small group to cary out research info the matter.  On January 8th 2006 the
Ministry of Education published its draft resolution.  The significant implications for CES are
outlined below. Approximately 2 hectares of land are required (6,000 pings or about 5
acres), and a financial reserve of NT$S50 milion (approximately USS$1,600,000). At least
one third of the faculty has to have doctorates in relevant subjects (CES already surpasses
this requirement). The scale of college is limited to one department and one graduate
school, and the student population is limited to 200 people in principle. When the
executive board of directors appointed the special small group it was suggested that CES
should take advantage of this opportunity to draw up a long-term development goadl, so
recommends implementing a "CES Ten Year Development Plan". At present the plan is

months. At the same time we are actively looking for a suitable campus '
to meet the demands of CES’ expansion.

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Since its establishment, CES strives to hold onto the evangelical faith in fraining God’s
servants for His Kingdom. Our goal is to serve the Chinese churches and Christians around
the globe.

Over these 36 years, we have more than 50 alumni working as missionaries throughout
the world. In Asia, a total of 27 alumni serve in Japan, Korea, Cambodia, Hong Kong,
Thailand, Philippines, Singapore, Myanmar, and Macau. In Europe, a total of 8 alumni serve
in Hungary, France, England, and Germany. In Africa, a total of 5 alumni serve in Ghana,
South Africa, and North Africa. We also have 2 alumni in Australia, and one alumnus serving
in each of the following countries: Canada, Papua New Guineqa, and Israel. Finally, we
have 5 alumni serving in Creative Access Nations.

Before His ascension, Jesus gave his disciples this promise: “"But you will receive power
when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all
Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth” (Acts 1:8). Faced with the challenges of
doing missions in similar culture, proximal culture, and trans-culture settings, missionaries
need to make considerable adjustments in languages, daily living, children’s education,

and working with the local staff. They really need more prayers and concern from their
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Renewal and Changes Under God’s Guidance

"Research and Development” (R&D) is often the driving force for improvement, renewal,
and development in any corporation. Since its establishment in 1970, CES has strived to
hold on fo its evangelistic faith in equipping servants of the Kingdom, developing
partnerships with other Christian organizations and churches, and responding biblically to
confemporary issues. CES has set up its R&D Department to promote forward looking
ministries. Besides overseeing the D.Min. and Th.M. programs, our R&D Department also
includes the following: Center for Missions, Center for Youth Ministry, Distance Education
Center, Faith and Culture Research Center, and overseas theological fraining. In addition,
a Pastoral Counseling Center has been established under the Educational Administration
Department. A brief introduction follows:

Center for Missions : The main purpose of this center is fo assist Christian workers o
be equipped for missions, to promote mission-related ministries, 1o connect missionaries
with churches, and also to conduct research and education on missions. It has three key
functions: information gathering, communication and promotion, and education and
research. Through its functions, the Center for Missions has become a hub for churches,
mission organizations and missionaries, both within and outside of Taiwan. Besides offering
courses on missions, the Seminary recently has also added an R&D component to it.
Research efforts aim to investigate and pioneer new frontiers of missions, be they M1
(similar culture), M2 (proximal culture), or M3 (tfrans-culture), with particular concem for
mission work among the Chinese “grass-roots” population.

Center for Youth Ministry : One of the purposes of this center is o conduct
research on how to evangelize and pastor the youths of a post-modern society with the
church and family as a base; the other purposes being to train full-time youth workers and
youth counselors. Therefore the key functions of this center are: investigate youth ministry in
a diversified church setting, design youth meeting and camp materials suited for different
needs and goals, hold workshops and seminars on youth ministry on a regular basis, and in
conjunction with the Seminary’s regular and TEE programs, offer educational and pastoral
courses on youth ministry.

2
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Distance Education Center :  The pumose of this center is to integrate with the
functions of the internet and multi-media education, which provides a convenient channel
of learning according to individual needs at any time and place. The Center will continue
to produce a series of online distance theological programs, and to provide more services,
such as Video on Demand, Lifelong Learning Website, and Theological Community
website. In the past three years the Center has moved forward. In addition to Taiwan, the
Center has extended its service to several sites in Europe.

Faith and Culture Research Center : the purpose of this center is to help the
church organize mission projects which are closer to the heartbeat of the local society,
and with a deeper understanding of the context of our social culture. Its main goals are to
respond to contemporary issues, assist evangelism and missions, and conduct research
on the church history of China and Taiwan. The Center organizes seminars, where scholars
are invited to address various topics. The Center aims to unite the expertise of the faculty, to
provide meaningful research topics and clear direction, and participate in conferences
organized by other seminaries and religious departments of various universities.

Pastoral Counseling Center : The Centeraims to respond to the emotional needs
of our contfemporary society and also the church (e.g. problems with single parenthood,
increase in depression). The goal of the Center is to help those who are experiencing
emotional problems in their lives. The Center provides the following services: counseling,
supervision, consultation, and training. All counselors af the Center are professionals who
are being frained in the CES master or doctoral programs in pastoral counseling, and they
work under the supervision of our faculty. Our Center operates on a non-profit basis, so no
person seeking help will be rejected due to financial difficulties.

Overseas Theological Training : Earlier on, CES dlready established a branch
campus in Los Angeles, with a completely independent teaching program and its own
funding. In recent years, due to the urgent need in Canada, we have invested money and
teachers there also. At the same fime, in view of the fact that Chinese work in Europe is
mushrooming, we feel duty bound noft fo ignore the calls for help.  Therefore, by distance
education, Bible teaching and special meetings, supplying books and in other ways we
want 1o make our contribution.  In addition, in some special and sensitive areas, we
unobtrusively get on with sowing and watering the seed, not needing recognition but
consistently and systematically developing some talented key people. In this foo we
have seen God's grace and some fruitful results.
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For over thirty years CES has held the vision of “Training Servants of the Kingdom?”,
"Uniting Partners of the Gospel” and “Responding to Contemporary lIssues.”, as CES'
contribution to the worldwide Chinese church.  So far more than 1,000 alumni have gone
out in mission to plant churches all over the world and to minister faithfully.

But in the early twenty first century, society is changing faster. 1. The western church is
declining, Chinese mission is emerging. 2. The mainland church is vigorous, overseas
immigrants are multiplying. 3. Charismatic churches are growing, traditional churches
are being renewed. 4. Technical development is fast, the communication media is
developing rapidly. 5. Traditional values are being lost, pluralism is in vogue. 6. The
population is gradually ageing, churches are losing their young people. 7. Expectations
of pastoral quality are raised, there is an emphasis on leadership counseling. 8. The
recruitment of students is increasing rapidly, the CES faciliies are crowded. 9. The
Government now permits the establishment of religious colleges, but we lack enough
suitable land. 10. The political development of cross-strait relations influences the
people's livelihood and welfare.

In order to meet the huge challenge of the times, CES must have a higher perspective
and a farther field of vision, in order to evaluate our educational system, seeking the vision
and the right strategy, to develop the CES "ten year development plan" in accordance with
God's will that will form the basis of CES shor-term, middle-term and long-term future.

First "the worker", only then "the work", but the cultivation of people, their fitness or
unfitness, depends on theological education and training. If it fakes “ten year to grow a
free, a hundred years to train a person’, then we must have a good theological school -
only then can we have good pastors and missionaries.

CES is established by the churches. CES teachers and students come from numerous
churches, and is also closely linked with these churches. Your participation and support are
our most important resources. Please specially pray for the needed increase in income
and for us to find suitable land for the campus.

May God bless you and your church as you participates in this significant and historic
work of Chinese theological education.

In terms of our ministry expenses, 65% comes from donations from our supporters, and
35% from tuition and other miscellaneous fees.

The cost 1o train one student for a year is estimated to e around NT$ 400,000. In the
course of 3 years, such investment requires over a million NT dollars. Since tuition and
miscellaneous fees only cover one-fifth of the total amount, the remaining cost of
educating our students is borne by our supporters who are moved by the Lord fo give
generously.
