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CES officially joined the American Theological Library
Association, becoming one of their international
members.

Theological Education by Extension (TEE) Program
started new classes in Taipei's East District, Hong
Kong’s Daniel Fellowship and Northern Italy.

CES partnered with (FMCD-Friends of Mission
to Chinese in Germany) and Chinese Christian
Churches of Italy beginning the distance learning
Program in Europe. At the same time, we also
promote the Internet program in Philippines and
other countries.

The Seminary has more than 250 enrolled students;
the Theological Education by Extension (TEE)
program has 2,861 students—a new record for CES.

CES Board of Trustees agreed to apply for accredit-
ation from the Government and will expand the
campus in compliance with the official guidelines
for accreditation.

CES Academic Department formed a Curriculum
Revision Committee to revise each CES program.

CES students and faculty visited central and southern
part of Taiwan carying out evangelistic visitation to
relatives.

CES’ newsletter added “Alumnus Prayer Room”
column and created a simplified Chinese version of
the newsletter.

CES Spiritual Formation Department began “Ministry
Week” to lead students in practical discussion on
how to carry out ministry in the church.

In April 2007 CES Board of Trustees decided that
the land in Tao-Yuan is most suited for purchase for
expansion purposes.

CES Campus Development and Government
Accreditation Progress

Since April 2006, the government declared a policy change regarding
private educational institutions, i.e. religious research institutions can
apply for official accreditation. From then, CES has had discussions on
expansion of campus ground and application for official accreditation.
We prayed for God'’s leading in our decisions. In September 2006, during
our CES faculty retreat and in our Board of Trustees meeting, it was
agreed that full support will be given to CES to apply for accreditation
from the Education Department, and to actively begin the drafting of the
plan of the Third Phase of our campus development.

In order to fuffill the criteria given for accreditation, CES need to purchase
a bigger land. We praise God for his provision, in March 2007 we found
a piece of land situated near Tao-Yuan Bade City (about 7000 pings or
about 2.3 hectares or 5.75 acres) to build the campus of the future. In
April 2007, all members of the Board of Trustees agreed to the purchase
of this land. The land is situated about 35 minutes drive from CES’ present
location. Not only is the land flat and suitable for building, it is also near
the proposed MRT station, and it is not far from the highway, Taiwan
High Speed Rail (THSR), and the Tao- Yuan International Airport. The verse
that God gave us concerning this land is in Psalms 16:6, “The boundary
lines have fallen for me in pleasant places; surely | have a delightful
inheritance.”

After purchasing the land, we will sign the contract, fundraise, carry out
land transfer, and other related matters. Hopefully, within one year, we
can raise the money needed for purchase of land and application for
accreditation — NT$ 2.5 hundred million (about US$7.5 million). As of the
end of May 2007, the funds collected for this purpose has reached NT$
20 million (US$ 6 hundred thousand). CES is starting a new project “1 unit
(ping) for 1 person”. We are seeking for 7,000 supporters who love the
Seminary and are willing to help in the land purchase. Little by little we
hope to accumulate the funds. We also invite brothers and sisters who
have supported us long-term to continue to pledge towards our building
fund, and to be our prayer partner, and to experience God’s grace
together with us.

In 2006, the students’ autonomous committee has played the role of

The next semester the new students’ autonomous committee produced
Memorial T-Shirts in conjunction with “200th Anniversary of Morrison’s Arrival
to China” seminar. They also held a “Music Ministers’ Consultation”. In the
next half of the year, they wil hold a flea market to support the Seminary’s
ministry in Youth Evangelism and Taipei Bible Study and Revival. They hope to
be a channel of communication between the Seminary and the students,
and to support the Seminary’s move to be accredited by the government

Until June 2007, the Seminary has 1,358 graduates in the 35th batch of
graduates. From 2006 to 2007, there are about 139 graduating seminary
students, which include 2 persons from Doctor of Ministry, 9 people from
Master of Theology, 74 people from Master of Divinity, 11 people from
Master of Christian Studies, 31 people from Master of Arts in Religion, and
12 people from Master of Pastoral Counseling. Beside, 27 people have
graduated from T.E.E. The ratio of male and female is 4:6.

2006’s admission of students maintained the CES tradition of high
standards. The total number of applicants was 123 people, but only 77
people were enrolled. The rate of admission was about 62%.

In order to help the new students better prepare for their studies in CES,
we extended the time for orientation for new students this year. We have
added topics about leading daily devotion, sharing personal growth,
going out as evangelistic teams, and knowing the neighborhood, etc.
The response of the students is encouraging.

In December 2006, the Faculty of CES attended a Consultation regarding
the revision of theological curriculum organized by Overseas Council
International (OCI), bringing back many new concepts concerning
curriculum revision.

CES will start to distribute “CES Academic Research Periodical”, in 2007
Academic year, We hope that this periodical will help Chinese Churches
to understand God'’s truth, and the improvement of teaching and
research.

Spiritual Formation Department

Praise God, in 2006, there were 164 students who were doing their
practical training in more than 120 churches or organizations. In
September 2006, we have invited more than 10 pastors (those who are
helping in the practical training of our students) to join a forum. We also
provided the students an hour of “Church Ministry” Course weekly, to let
the students have a suitable platform to discuss and learn. To equip CES'’
faculty and students to deal in-depth with current issues in society, the
Seminary has hosted a series of seminars, including “The High EQ Pastor”,
“Studies on Homosexuality”, and “Gospel Music and Worship”.The students
responded very positively. In the future, we hope that by God'’s strength
and vision, we will continue to provide in-depth training. We will bring
different kinds of content and develop the workers of God’s kihngdom and
ministry.

In conjunction with Robert Morrison’s 200th Anniversary of Arrival to
China, the Research Center has hosted a series of meetings concerning
Bible Translation. Lectures on “Morrison’s Arrival to China”, “History of
Interpretation of Chinese Bible”, “The Wide Use of Chinese Interpretation
of the Bible” etc. received a good response from those who attended.
In the next year, the Research Center will prepare the first CES academic
periodical—please pray for this matter.

m Center for Missions

Each year the Mission Center helps the spiritual formation department
to prepare students for overseas mission projects and training during the
summer holidays. This year there are eight groups, going to restricted
countries, Thailand, Malaysia, Bengal, and France. To commemorate
Robert Morrison’s 200th Anniversary of Arival in China, the Mission Centre
combined with the Research Center, Cosmic Care Organization, and
Worldwide Bible Society for ten days of seminars and exhibition. They also
hope to raise about NT$ four hundred thousand for Mission Fund.

As the global mission work is growing fast, and changing constantly, so the
Mission Center hopes to introduce contemporary concepts and methods
to the Churches. It also hopes to encourage more students to form
mission teams, to go to mission fields. It hopes to care for missionaries on
the field, especially the alumni of CES, and when they are on furlough,
to fellowship with them and to share experiences with them. At the same
time, to intercede for mission work, so that God'’s kihngdom will come, and
that God’s will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

In 2006, the Theological Education by Extension (TEE) program of CES
had 2,861 students, an increase of 12%. The increase in numbers is
mainly because we responded to the call of overseas Chinese; we had
TEE in Malaysia and Hong Kong's Bible Church in the first semester.

TEE was established when the Seminary was pioneered; it has a long
tradition and structure, however, due to changes in society lately, we are
aware that we are no longer the only course available; as more churches
begin to promote different equipping courses, TEE became more aware
of the needs of the church and contemporary society. On the one hand,
we seek continue teaching timeless truths, on the other hand, we seek
to have change and renewal, to provide more enriching, more lively,
more systematic, more culturally relevant courses. Please pray for the TEE
program, so that both locally and overseas, it can work towards being a
bountiful ministry that pleases God!
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= Ministry Report

In 2006 academic year, to encourage the alumni to study as they work,
the Seminary offered the alumni the priviledge to attend courses for free
as an audit student. To network with the alumni, the Alumni Committee
held gatherings in seven different locations in Taiwan, including Jia Yi, Tai
Nan, and Kaohsiung--about 100 alumni attended. Alumni gathered for
those from America, Canada and Singapore; about 50 alumni attended.
Alumni also shared meals with President Paul Lai. 78 people attended.

To serve the alumni, the Seminary has hosted three different seminars,
including youth work and development, the consumerism in the Bible,
Service Industry Grassroot Evangelistic Meeting etc., about 450 people
attended. Other programs include Bible Study Revival Meeting, Biblical
Interpretation and Homiletics Seminar etc. When the alumni have a
chance to recharge their batteries as they study, everyone benefits.

The alumnus committee is set up for the purpose of strengthening
relationship between alumni and to actively support the alma mater. To
strengthen the function of the CES website is one of the foremost task, it is
hoped that the website can facilitate more mutual care and intercession.
Apart from this, our aim is to help the alumni reach the goal of “lifelong
learning”, multifaceted development, and to walk in step with the
Seminary. Please pray for the administration of the Committee, because
the alumnus’ numbers increase constantly, it is hoped that future service
can be deeper and wider. But in each aspect there is much room for
improvement.
