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Dear friends of CES,

May the peace of God be
with you all. Our beloved founding
president, Rev. James Hudson
Taylor lll passed away on 20 March
2009, aged 80. All the teachers,
fellow students and alumni of China
Evangelical Seminary (CES) express
our deepest mourning at this loss. As
mentioned in Ephesians 4:11, God
gives us “some, apostles; and some,
prophets; and some, evangelists;
and some, pastors and teachers”.
No doubt that Rev. James Taylor has
been the paragon of this scripture.

During his 10-year leadership
(1970-1980) in CES, Rev. James
Taylor had laid down three principles
of education - vital spirituality,
genuine scholarship and effective
service of God, which marked
a brand-new, vivid and proper
direction for theological education.
Thus far, we have about 1,500
alumni who serve faithfully all over
the world. In the future, we will keep
following the principles set by CES,
Rev. James Taylor in nurturing high-
quality students to work in pastoral,
missionary, educational and
equipping ministries worldwide.

Three years ago, we began
the Third Phase of the expanded
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construction of the campus. In
May 2008, a piece of land of 7000
pings (2.3 hectares, approximately
6 acres) was purchased in Taoyuan
Bade City. The land is flat and
is linked with good roads. It only
takes around 40 minutes to drive
there from CES’s present Taipei
campus and 15 minutes to Taoyuan
International Airport. It is also
near to the proposed MRT station
and is therefore very suitable for
our new campus. Currently, we
have hired architects to work on
the design of the future campus
and are planning to summit the
application of construction to the
Ministry of Education this year. Once
permission is obtained, we will start
the construction work right away.
Hopefully, we can move to the new
campus when the construction is
completed in 2012.

In 2010, CES is going to celebrate
its 40th anniversary. After praying
together, we come up with the
theme: “2020 The Jubilee’s Vision of
CES: CES in Taiwan, CES in the Cross-
Strait, CES in the World”. We believe
that following this theme, we can
carry out our mission of “training
servants of the Kingdom, uniting
partners of the Gospel, responding

to contemporary issues” better. We would
turn these promises into action in the
coming future, so as to contribute to the
Chinese Church over the world.

While presently mainland China
has become the focus of the world,
evangelical ministries should pay more
attention on the development of churches
in the Mainland. Churches of mainland
China has gone through the revival of
the rural churches in the 1980s, the influx
of university students into the churches
in the 1990s, and the rise of the urban
churches after 2000. We anticipate that in
the future, churches of the Mainland may
experience the following developments: 1)
the legitimizing of house churches; 2) the
legitimizing of pastors ordained by house
churches; 3) the legitimizing of house
churches as theological seminaries, so that
ministers can be trained up in churches.
As long as the “Three Direct Links” are
established between the two sides of the
Strait, we shall grasp this opportunity to be
well-prepared to train servants for the great
harvest, especially students who come
from the Mainland to study theology in
Taiwan.

The Kingdom of God needs talents
and talents need education. We sincerely
invite you to join us in building up a school
of God by praying and donating, offering
internship opportunity for our students,
and encouraging young men with God'’s
vision to take our entrance examination.
Hence, the servants of God would be
well-equipped, and the Kingdom of God
would be promoted efficiently.

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Progress of CES
Campus Expansion and
Accreditation

The 21st century runs with the great
wheel of time. This is a time of
Chinese...

a time that Chinese churches, after
a hundred years of development,
should now stand on our own in the
world.

In April 2006, the government
declared a revision on the Private
School Law. Religious institutions
are now allowed to apply for
official accreditation. From then,
while praying for God’s leading,
CES began the discussion on the
campus expansion project and
the application of the official
accreditation. In fact, after two
phases of construction in 1979 and
1987 respectively, there is no more
space for students in residence
as well as the increasing number
of freshmen each year in the
present campus. In responding to
the grace of God and a bigger
entrustment, the cry for campus
expansion became louder and
louder. In September the same
year, the faculty had met unanimity
in submitting the application of
accreditation to the Ministry of
Education, and actively launching
the drafting of the Third Phase of the
campus expansion project.
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Finally, in March 2007, we found
a piece of land in Taoyuan Bade
City (approximately six acres) and
all members of the Board of Trustees
had agreed to purchase the
land. The land is flat and suitable
for construction. It takes only 40
minutes to drive there from CES'’s
current campus and it is near to the
proposed MRT station, highway and
the Taoyuan international Airport.
As long as the direct Cross-Strait
flights have been put into practice,
it provides us with an opportunity to
train ministers for Mainland China.
God has made a road in the
wilderness. In His hands, CES has
raised enough funds for purchasing
a land which situates near the
international airport, and is available
for future development in less than
two years. The new campus in Bade
would become the equipping
centre for Chinese ministers from all
over the world.

Since signing the contract
with the land owner in May 2008,
CES has moved a big step to the
next milestone. Follow-up works
include: submitting the application
of accreditation to the Ministry of
Education, applying for change
in land category, starting the
construction work of the new
campus and raising money for the
building funds and the construction
work. The building fund of about

13
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NT$ 600 millions (US$18.46M) for the
third phase of campus expansion is
needed. We hope that by 2012 when the
construction work is completed, we will
be able to reach this target. Such great
deal of money demands God’s grace
and mercy in moving brothers and sisters
to support us with prayers and pledges, so
that we can accumulate enough funds.

In the past 39 years, CES received God'’s
entrustment and kept the vision. Now
that we are facing the coming of a new
prospect, we believe that God who calls
those things which be not as though they
were, and who is the author and the
finisher, shall give us more grace. He shall
look after CES, until the day Jesus comes.

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Academic Department

Due to the flexibility in taking
courses and the duration expected
to complete the program, since
the enrollment of Master of Christian
Studies began in 2002, it has
become a great attraction to the
applicants. After careful discussion
and evaluation, the Academic
Department has decided to restrict
the requirement of taking the
entrance examination to those
who are clear about their calling
to become full-time ministers. For
people age below 40, we only
consider application of current
ministers. For those who plan to
retire and work as full-time ministers
in the future, they must be over
40 year-old to take the exam. For
the duration of the program, the
regulation of completing in two
years full-time or 10 years part-time
would remain unchanged. Besides,
the evaluation and reassessment
of Master if Pastoral Counseling is
currently in progress.

Starting from 2008, we are
using the revised curriculum. The
feature of the new curriculum
is that it reduces the number of
required courses so that students
can take more electives. Apart
from balancing the proportion of
Biblical and theological courses, the
practical courses are now modified
from many cores to required
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electives. Except certain elementary
courses which must be taken,
other courses of Practical Theology
can be chosen according to the
personal interest of students.

The revision and evaluation of the
curriculum is a continuous process.
In addition to consulting the opinions
of students, alumni and the board
members, we also value feedback
from pastors and friends who are
concerned for CES.

In late November 2008, CES sent
4 co-workers to participate actively
in the “Singaporean-Malaysian
Youth Missionary Camp” held by
the Gospel Operation International
for Chinese Christians (GOI) in
Malacca. For the part of Taiwan,
in order to introduce CES to the
youth from different churches and
to recruit new students, in the past
two years, with the cooperation with
other departments, the Academic
Department had held “Theological
Exploration Camp” in a widening
range of cities over Taiwan. We truly
hope to see a substantial increase
in the enrolment in both domestic
and overseas students.

In celebrating the 40t anniversary
and foreseeing a vision of 50
years, we would encourage our
teachers to write extensively on the
theological textbooks of CES and
topics relating to theology, so as to
achieve significant contributions.

21
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Spiritual Formation
Department

In 2008, we have altogether 161 full-
time and part-time students serving in
churches and organizations in Taipei,
Chungli, Taichung, Tainan and Kaohsiung,
etc. By making use of the “Pre-school
Devotion Retreat” as well as the “Church
Ministry” Course designed for those who
join the internship for the first time, the
Spiritual Formation Department helps
students to draft their learning contract.
Through lecturing, group sharing and
praying, and visiting churches, etc,
students are clearer about their target
and can be more actively involved in
learning from the internship, integrating
the knowledge from lectures with the
service at church, and the reality with
theory. Considering the seminars held, the
theme of this year's “Pastoral Week” is the
“Problem Solving of Ministers”. The three
main focuses of the series of seminars
are the inference of Family-of-Origin on
ministers, the exhaustion of ministers and
the honesty of ministers. All the three
speakers gave briliant speeches. We hope
that through the seminars, the caring and
pastoral work of the counseling group,
an atmosphere of piousness, loving God
and man can be generated, so that CES
will become a union of faith in molding
the life of the servants of God’s Kingdom
effectively. Speaking from the perspective
of the supervision of student’s education,
the Spiritual Formation Department will
keep serving as the bridge between

students and churches so as to develop a
network of supervision and direction for the
students.

Research and Development
Department

The Research and Development
Department is divided into four centers:
Faith and Culture Research, Missions,
Distance Learning and Youth Ministry.
These four centers work on specific fields
in serving teachers and students at CES,
as well as Chinese churches all over the
world.

B Faith and Culture Research

In 2008, the Center of Faith and
Research concentrates on the editing
and publication of the first issue of “China
Evangelical Seminary Journal”. We have
printed 2,000 copies. Apart from our
alumni, we also received more than 200
subscriptions through the internet and
have managed to exchange periodicals
with 30 domestic and overseas theological
seminaries.

The first issue has a rich content
including 5 features about Bible translation,
4 research papers, 4 book reviews and 1
short essay. Among them, 7 pieces are
by our teachers and co-workers, 2 by our
alumni. We wish that the fruit of in-depth
Bible study and researches on specific
topics would contribute Chinese churches
in terms of academic study and pastoral
work, at the same time, bridging the
Oriental and Western theologies.

23
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B Missions

This year, for the first time we sent
students to Jordan and the Philippines for
overseas mission projects in the summer.
By working with missions in Jordan, we
engage with Muslim work in the Middle
East and learnt to spread the Gospel within
Islam. With the help of our alumni who
have been building up churches in the
Philippines for years, our students have the
opportunity to work with pastors in church
planting overseas. Through these projects,
they are equipped with first-hand training
and experience in trans-cultural missions.

In late November 2008, our co-worker
of the Center for Missions traveled to
Malacca in Malaysia to take part in the
“Singaporean-Malaysian Youth Missionary
Camp” which is held once every two
years. When the camp ended, they
visited several churches in Kuala Lumpur
and preached in our alumni’s church
at the Sunday service. This was our first
time to participate in youth missionary
camp overseas. On the one hand we
enhanced our interaction with young
people from Singapore and Malaysia,
encouraging them to receive theological
equipping and training before taking part
in missionary service, on the other hand,
we also led the opportunity to know more
about the situation of mission work in
Singapore and Malaysia, as well as their
cultures.

m Distance Learning

Apart from offering 2 to 3 online courses
each semester, the Center for Distance
Learning has kept innovating several
multimedia courses, as well as practicing
comprehensive teaching experiment in
Europe. We send DVD of the multimedia
courses to our overseas teaching spots
for students to watch it in advance.
Later when they are having live lesson,
the teacher can discuss the materials
to the deepest extent immediately and
effectively.

Besides, we also set up an online
assistant system for teaching. Teachers
can make use of the e-teaching system
(the CES E-Learning website) to interact with
students outside the classroom and share
the course materials with the churches.

B Youth Ministry

In 2007 and 2008, the Center for Youth
Ministry has organized 15 youth counseling
programs in Taipei and Central Taiwan.
There are more than 400 participants,
including 110 full-time seminary students.
Moreover, facing the decrease of the
second generation Christians, a seminar —
“Retrieving the Lost Essence” — was held in
Taipei in May 2008 with 300 participants.
We are planning to hole the same event
again in Taipei, Taichung and Tainan in
May 2009 in order to arose the awareness
of churches in Taiwan.

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In responding to the changing
generation and the needs of the
ministry, the Center for Youth Ministry has
imported from the U.S.A. “3 Story - Lifestyle
Evangelism for Youth”. There are currently
two classes of the program and we hope
to promote it throughout Taiwan in the
future. Since the summer vacation of
2007 to the winter vacation of 2009, the
center has also designed 11 evangelistic
camps and discipleship camps in various
districts of Taiwan for the main churches of
different denominations.

B Center for Pastoral Counseling
The Center’'s personnel include the
lecturers of the Counseling Program and
the Master of Pastoral Counseling (MPC)
students. There are 3 counseling rooms
and 2 observatory rooms to provide
counseling, mentoring, consultation and
other services from Monday to Friday.
Counselees need to make appointments
in advance. Normally, a consultation lasts
not more than 50 minutes. Counselees do
not need to worry if they have economic
difficulty. In 2008, the Center handled
approximately 40 cases. In the coming
year, we hope that through the CES’s Main
Campus’s MPC Fellowship and the TEE’s
Hope Counseling Fellowship, those who are

eager to serve in pastoral and counseling
ministry can become networking partners.
We hope that by organizing regular
and periodical seminars, meetings and
fellowship, we will be able to accelerate
their growth of life and to mold Bible-
based ministers who can be used by the
Lord to help others.

B |Looking into the Future

In 2009, the Research and De-
velopment Department will cooperate with
GOOD TV to produce a program called
“Studio Bible Institute”. We plan to record
programs for 3 to 5 years and broadcast
on GOOD TV satellite channel one and
e-channel two. The program contains
series of Bible studies courses for ministers
who serve in church. Through the program,
we can achieve sharing of the copyright
of our courses, as well as distant teaching.
We hope that the high quality of CES’s
teachers and alumni can be spread over
the world, offering a more convenient,
multi-disciplinary way for Bible studies and
equipment of servants.

fter compiling a computer

database for the Chinese and
Western Languages Periodical
Bound Volumes, in order to solve
the problem of lack of space, the
library had bought 4 bookshelves
for 7,980 books in the second half
of May. During July and August, the
library carried out an inventory on
46,682 books, 1,672 discs and 1,212
pamphlets altogether and found
491 books missing.

In the fall semester of 2007, the
library hosted a series of events to
promote its resources under the
theme of “Theology, Reading, Life”.
There are there categories of the
events: 1) e-newspaper - starting
from October 2007, the library
has been sending e-newsletters to
readers which contain information
of newly published Chinese Christian
books, Christian seminars, CES
library news and selected articles on
specific topics; 2) e-resources and
Bible software usage courses — the
library had arranged talks on ATLA
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Religion Database & ATLASerials,
BibleWorks 7.0, Word Biblical
Commentary on CD-ROM and The
Word, etc, in the hope of enhancing
the utility rate of the e-resources of
the library; 3) seminars on specific
topic - in November 2007 and
February 2008, two seminars, “The
Song to Worship” and “Analyzing
Yourself Through Communication”,
were held in the Center for Missions
respectively. The library had
exhibited books and audio-visual
materials relating to the seminars.

Furthermore, the library had
started updating its homepage
since November and had finished
in the early April 2008. Users can not
only check out information of books
and periodicals through the new
homepage, by adding a page of
e-resources, they can now access
to our online database and read
e-periodicals and e-books. Also,
the problem of too small the size of
words has been improved.

CES, we have developed the
system of Theological Education
by Extension (TEE). Up to now, it
has a history of 36 years, and its
contribution is recognized by many
of the churches. From 1995 to 2004,
each year we have an average
enrollment of 2,911 students. In
2005, we experienced an increase
of 18.4% (2,557 students). The
number of students has further
reached to 2,911 (person-time) in
2008. Though these new students
mainly come from overseas
countries and the work in Taiwan
is difficult, we thanks God that we
achieve a diversified development
in Taiwan. Apart from the online
courses, we run programs along
the railway line, including Taoyuan,
Taichung, Tainan, Kaohsiung and
Pingtung. For the part of Taipei, we
offer courses in the Main Campus
as well as Taipei Wesley Methodist
Church and Good News Church.

Even if the TEE system has
developed quite a tradition and
scale, with the changes in the
situation of churches, it is no longer
the only course available. As long as
more churches begin to promote
different equipping course, the TEE
program would be more aware
of the needs of contempo-
rary society. On one hand,
we seek to keep teaching
the timeless truth, on the
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other hand, to offer courses which
are more enriching, lively, systematic
and culturally relevant. Please pray
for the TEE program, so that it can
equip both local and overseas
believers to serve in churches as
ministers.

In 7 January 2008, CES hosted a
seminar, “The Other of the Brokeback -
to Understand and Handle Sexuality”. We
invited Dr. Gary H. Strauss (Professor of
Biola University in the U.S.) to help alumni to
understand homosexuality from a biblical
perspective so that they can help other
believers too. Moreover, CES co-organized
the seminar, “Understanding and Handling
Obscene videos, Online Sex and Sexual
Addiction”, with Chiayi City Government
and Chiayi Christian Hospital. There were
more than 200 participants and the
seminar recorded and made into DVD.

The summit of education and ministry,
“Church of Thousand People - Difficult or
Not?”, was held by the Committee on 18
April 2008.

The Committee had joined the Centre
for Youth Ministry to hold the seminar
on “Retrieving the Lost Inheritance - the
Religious Crisis and Solution of the Second

Generation Christians”. Our speakers
included Dr. Timothy Wu, Dr. Lily Chua, Rev.
Shen-chu Chow and Rev. Hsiao-Ting Liu.
About 150 people took part in the seminar.

Seeing the needs following the Sichuan
Earthquake, the Committee co-organized
the seminar, “Trauma After Catastrophe
and the Reconstruction”. There were about
200 participants.

The Committee co-organized homo-
sexual caring seminar, “Reviving the
Original Heart”, with Rainbow 7. About 120
people took partin it.

In 2007, the Committee held the
summit of “To Triumph in Global Warming -
Viewing the Cirisis of Global Warming and
the Economic Outlook from the Biblical
Perspective” with the Jubilee Foundation
for Economic Ethics.

The Alumni Committee is set up for the
purposes of strengthening relationships
between alumni and to support the alma
mater actively. We aim for a multifaceted
development in helping alumni to reach
the goal of “lifelong learning”. We plan
to arrange seminars of small scale on
specific topics, summits of education
and ministry, as well as developing Bible
software, etc., in providing alumni the
opportunity to be further educated. With
the spirit of service, we hope to serve our
alumni to a deeper and larger extent. We
call for constant prayers from the alumni
for the work of the Committee. We pray for
the blessing from God and hope that our
ministry can please our Lord.
